Dear Affordable Housing Applicant: 

 

Thank you for inquiring about the Affordable Housing program with South Brunswick Township.  

In order to be eligible for an affordable housing unit, you must meet certain income limits. Once you 

submit your application, it is entered into our database. If your income does not meet the guidelines 

(if you are over or under income) we will send you a letter.  Otherwise, you will be informed, by 

letter, when a unit has become available and you have been selected at random by the computer. 

The minimum and maximum gross annual income (from all sources, i.e. social security, child 

support, alimony, rental assistance, etc), per household size, is as listed below: 

        To Qualify: 

    Household Size          More Than   Less Than 

     1 person   -   $40,936      $ 81,872 

 2 persons  -   $46,784    $ 93,568 

 3 persons  -   $52,632    $105,264 

     4 persons  -   $58,480    $116,960 

     5 persons  -                  $63,158    $126,317  

     6 persons  -   $67,837    $135,674 

 

If your income falls below the minimum, you might be eligible for rental assistance and should 

contact the Section 8 Rental Assistance Program office in the county in which you reside.  There is 

currently no subsidized housing through the South Brunswick Township Affordable Housing 

Program except for seniors.   

 

The wait is unpredictable.  When a unit is available, the computer will process all applicants fitting 

the unit size and income range and assign numbers in a random order.  Letters of referral are then 

sent to view the available unit in numerical order.  There are usually no units immediately available.  

Our database has approximately 1,000 people on the waiting list at any time. 

 

The Affordable Housing Program is not designed for emergency housing; however, there are limited 

instances where we can try to accommodate your housing need if units are available.   

 

All information submitted throughout the process is confidential.
